Task:
Use your cell phone and take a close up on the 3 types of rock and write down the names. Take a picture of the Cathedral where all 3 types of rock is visible. Finally take a picture of the Cathedral where you can see the red side buildings.

Tasks following the race:

1. Create a collage of your pictures from the Cathedral together with pictures found on the Internet. Together with the collage you have to write a text on the red side annexes.
2. You may also choose to do a Power-Point presentation of your pictures of the Cathedral and then talk about the Cathedral and especially the annexes. You might ad music if you find something to fit the project. 

3. Put in the facts of your own church in the article “Facts on the Cathedral”

Boks:

The church of Ansgar from 860 might have been right here. The building of the Cathedral began in 1134. The eldest rocks are volcanic Tuf and sand rocks. To make room for approx. 50 Catholic side altars annexes were built. It was necessary with the many altars because of the great number of spirit services every day all year around for people who were long gone. The annexes are built in red bricks the so-called monk rocks, but the side altars disappeared from the Cathedral after the Reformation
